· Staff support for insurance contracts

· Market studies regarding needs of individuals/families in Lafayette County

· A strong non-profit staff and board of directors for partnership

The HCC is interested in receiving the following from a local broker:
· Assist in the Plan design and provide for all insurance coverage that may be required by the organization

· Assist the HCC with implementation and communication of new programs, including presentations during open enrollment meetings

· Assist the Organization in administering all components of the Plan; respond to questions from and provide information to employee representatives and Plan participants; assist with settling claim disputes; and provide other oversight services as needed during the course of the Plan year

· Represent the HCC in negotiations with providers on all issues, including those related to premiums, benefit levels, plan design, and special terms and conditions

· A product that serves small and large businesses in Lafayette County for the most reasonable rates available

· A product that gives preference to local providers through HCC partnership, including the building of a local network of providers or incorporating local providers into an existing network

· A partnership with a strong presence in the community as this program will be community focused

· A partnership where both parties profit from the product without driving up the cost of the insurance
